Simple tips to successful ordering

DO:
e Order tests through AAA Login.
e When uploading the DNA sample spreadsheet, include the entire barcode.
e Only fill in the tag number and barcode in the spreadsheet.
o Double check to make sure the tag in the spreadsheet matches the animal.
DON’T
e Send in an empty vial. Make sure there is liquid in the submission.
e Add your own columns or any other additional information in the spreadsheet.
e Put spaces in barcodes.
o Write over the QR code (the barcode on the end of the sample).
e Tape the animal’s ID to the vial.
