After this date the registration
fee increases for junior members only. Please register early, as once limit is full we cannot accept any more
registrations. Because this conference starts so soon after the National Junior Angus Show, you need to register
early. Those who will be flying to the conference should make their flight arrangements to arrive at the Nashville
International Airport in Nashville before 2:00 p.m., on Thursday, August 5, and schedule your return flight to leave
the airport at 1 p.m. or after on Sunday, August 8. Transportation from the airport to the hotel will be provided.
Please send your flight schedule with your registration to ensure that you are picked up at the airport on time,
as well as returned for your flight home. If you are driving, please indicate so on the registration form.
